Feasts this week 

Monday St John Chrysostom, his eloquence earned him the name Chrysostom, or golden 
mouthed. As Bishop of Constantinople, he was exiled many times and died in exile. 

Tuesday The Exaltation of the Cross, recalls three historical events: the finding of the True 
Cross by Saint Helen; the dedication of churches built on the site of the Holy 
Sepulchre and Mount Calvary; and the restoration of the True Cross to Jerusalem. 

Wednesday Our Lady of Sorrows originally Our Lady of Ransom. In 1218 a monk Peter Nolasco 
set up a religious order to pay the ransoms of Christian captives.  

Thursday Cyprian as Bishop of Carthage and Pope Cornelius defended the faith against 
heresy, both were martyred in the persecution of Valerian.  

Friday St Robert Bellarmine (1542-1621) joined the Society of Jesus and defended the 
Church from protestant critics. He was canonised in 1930.
